Dear Friends:

In Genesis 18, we have the moving story of the patriarch Abraham interceding
on behalf of Lot when God warns that Sodom is to be destroyed. For the sake of
ten righteous persons, God announces that He won’t destroy the city. The
scriptural passage shows us that it is the power of good that preserves society in
any age. Alexis de Tocqueville came to the United States in the 1830s to study
the new democracy. He came to the following conclusion: “America is great
because America is good. But if America ever ceases to be good, it will cease to
be great.”

“It has long seemed to me clear beyond any shadow of doubt that what is still called
Western Civilization is in an advanced stage of decomposition, and that another Dark
Age will soon be upon us, if indeed, it has not already begun.” These words were
spoken thirty years ago by Malcolm Muggeridge at the International Evangelism
Conference at Lausanne, Switzerland. Although these words are not pleasant to our
ears, there seems to be ample evidence to support his conclusion. No one likes to be a Rev. Richard W. Anderson
prophet of doom, but the true prophet of God seeks to unveil a course that is leading to Senior Pastor
destruction in order to alter it.

Abraham Lincoln once said, “If destruction be our lot, we will very likely be its author and finisher.” I'm told that if you
drop a frog into boiling water he will leap out. But a lab experiment has demonstrated that if a number of frogs are put
into water and the temperature is gradually raised to the boiling point they will die without any serious effort to jump out
of the pot. | am beginning to feel “very warm” in our American culture.

The signs of decay are all about us. The decline of dress and manners which we have passed off as a sign of liberation
is worth some thought. How one dresses does reflect how one feels about himself, about other people, and about the
human race in general. Ask any school teacher how dress affects the conduct of a group of young people. Reflect on
how your own dress affects and reflects your feelings. Certainly the decline of manners—the crude and uncouth
treatment of persons by other persons—is obvious in nearly all business dealings and in a great many social contacts.
Where are our manners in relationship to our spouses? I'm told that when a fellow opens the door of a car for his wife,
you can either assume that the car is new or the wife is new. The “put-down” has become a fine art among Americans.
Our humor, dominated by racial and ethnic slurs, is certainly at low ebb.

The poverty of language is an appalling reflection of our morals, culture, and education. How one talks does reveal
something about his self-image and his attitude toward others. Something that masquerades as liberation may only be
an attempt to camouflage ignorance and depravity. | heard about a fellow who was having trouble with cursing. Every
time he got angry he let out with a phrase that wasn't very nice. He went to his pastor for help, as he was trying to live a
new life. His pastor said that every time you get angry why not try singing a hymn? That way you won'’t express your
anger in an inappropriate way. The fellow said, “But | don’t know any hymns.” So the pastor gave him a hymnal to use.
A couple of weeks later he came back to pastor who said, “How is it going?” “Surprisingly well,” said the fellow. “But
there’s just one thing.” “What's that?” said the pastor. The man replied, “I'm ready for a new hymnal!”

We may well be remembered as the society which sent more people to school longer to learn less than any other
civilization in the history of the world. We are graduating people from high school and in some cases from college with
no value system, no sense of respect for humanity, and without the ability to utter a complete sentence, let alone write
one. One poor fellow felt his education was a waste. He declared one day, “You've heard of the ‘rambling wreck’ from
Georgia? Well, I'm the ‘total loss’ from Holy Cross.”

The state of American culture is depressing. Our lives are still dominated by television and electronic gadgets. And yet, 75% of our
population has never seen a live theater production. |1 am grateful that more and more artists are expressing their concern about
pornography in the arts, not only for moral reasons, but because it reflects a tastelessness and a general absence of aesthetic
discrimination. And though some of our citizens are vocal in their objection to nudity and sexual exhibitionism, there is a disturbing
silence about the glorification of violence, mindless styles of living, dehumanizing advertising and movies that are demeaning to
women, children, and minorities.

Two world wars and nearly seventy years of continual international conflict seem to have taught us little. Not content with building
bigger and better weapons for mass execution, we continue to make hand guns and others weapons readily available to anyone can
produce the money to buy them. Little has been accomplished to curb the use of drugs that kill and destroy the lives of multitudes of
Americans and ruin their families.

In America we have been guilty of the irresponsible control and exercise of power—military, political, economic, and social. In my first
semester at Yale Divinity School we read Harvard Professor Harvey Cox’s mid-sixties best seller, “The Secular City.” Two primary
motifs have emerged, Cox said, from our secularized culture—pragmatism and profanity. Pragmatism has long been the guiding
philosophy in American life. Simply, it means doing what works without regard to any universal ethic or master plan. Money and its
acquisition have held first place in our lives. We have been inclined to judge every national candidate for the presidency by what he
or she promises to do to increase the gross national product and, in turn, our personal material standard of living. We have used up
our natural resources at an unbelievable rate; some, with no control to disperse, as seen with the oil spill in the Gulf of Mexico.

Thomas Merton wrote: “Technology can elevate and improve man’s life only on one condition—that it remains subservient to his real
interests, that it respects his true being, and that it remembers that the origin and goal of all being is in God. But when technology
merely takes over all being for its own purposes, merely exploits and uses up all things in the pursuit of its own ends, and makes
everything, including man himself, subservient to its processes, then it degrades man, despoils the world, ravages life, and leads to
ruin.” Individually and corporately we have come to prize that which satisfies our immediate desire with little thought of what is good
and right and true in God’s design of this good earth. Our lives are managed rather than lived. We are absorbed in pathological
selfishness.

This brings us to the profanity motif. The profane literally is that which lies “outside the temple” and in our context refers to a totally
this world view of things. Our vision is limited to this earth. Our daily routines indicate that we really don't believe that there is
anything or anyone beyond ourselves. We may talk about a future, but we are not very willing to risk anything for it. These two
attitudes, pragmatism and profanity, have resulted in the predicament I've attempted to describe. Our situation was summarized by
Arnold Toynbee: “Our increasing material affluence is leaving us unsatisfied, strained, restless, and haunted by a fear of being
released by death from a life that we do not enjoy. Violence is mounting: wars, genocide, and eviction of people from their homes,
private crimes of violence for economic gain or out of animosity, or even for “fun.” There is an increase in dishonesty and in the
decline of our standard of workmanship. Permissiveness and sexual promiscuity are undermining family life—the indispensable
psychological and moral setting for children.”

Are we on an inevitable course of self-destruction? | don’t think so. I'm still an optimist! You may have heard the story of the twin
brothers, one was a pessimist; the other, an optimist. The pessimist was always complaining and very negative, while the optimist
viewed everything through rose-colored glasses. It was Christmas, and their father decided to truly test their attitudes. He placed
every kind of beautiful toy imaginable under the Christmas tree for the pessimist—a new bike, a basketball, a rifle, and dozens of
things that would make his son happy. On the other side of the tree, he placed a pile of horse manure, as the only present for the
optimist.

Early Christmas morning the father hid behind a sofa to watch. The pessimist entered first and saw all of the beautiful toys with his
name on them. He immediately began to complain, “If | take this new bike outside to ride and have a wreck, | might hurt myself and
Daddy sure would be mad. Oh, there is a basketball. | know that the first time | play with it | am sure to puncture it. Hey, there is a
rifle, but | better not play with it because, sure as the world, I'll break a neighbor’s window,” and he went on and on, deep in
negativism. Christmas morning to him was a disaster!

Then, in came the optimist. When he saw the pile of horse manure with his name on it, he enthusiastically began to run throughout
the house, looking in all of the rooms, in the garage, and in the backyard. When his father caught him by the arm and asked, “Son,

what are you looking for?” The optimist replied, “Dad, with all of the horse manure that | found under the Christmas tree, | just know
there’s got to be a pony around here someplace!”

I’'m an optimist about human history, because | am a follower of Jesus Christ. | believe that God has given us a response sufficient to
the challenge. Unfortunately, too many Christians are living as if God had not broken into the world in Jesus Christ. Christ did not set
out to tidy up the old world, but to create a new one, and we are called to participate in this new act of creation. What we need today
is a commitment to the model of the heavenly city, a theology of peaceful revolution. The Church is an instrument which God will
employ in its establishment.

You and | can have a part in the restoration of civilization. In Genesis 18 is the account of Abraham'’s pleas that God spare Sodom.
God was willing to spare that wicked city for the sake of ten righteous persons. Ten people dedicated to the will of God could make a
real difference in any city. In Palm City we have our church and thousands like us to commit to God’s work in our midst, and two
billion believers around the world. All of us are responsible, individually, for the role we play in the destruction or the redemption of
our society. If we will lay aside the sin of self-centeredness that so easily besets us and if we will look at the world as the scene of
creation rather than the isle of plunder, the world will begin to be different!
